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Elkanah is a growing town located just east 
of Israel’s pre-1967 borders, along the Cross-
Samaria highway.  Named for Elkanah, father of 
Samuel the Prophet, it is located in an area that 
has been identified as the biblical Ramatayim - 
Zofim of Mt. Ephraim.  Although fairly close to 
Israel’s pre-67 borders, Elkanah is actually 
bordered by a large Arab village, Mesha, and 
Arab private property, limiting its expansion 
abilities significantly.  On the southern end of 
the town, however, there is a reserve of public 
land that has recently been utilized by Elkanah 
for a new, pioneering neighborhood.  Elkanah 
developed this new neighborhood on its border 
to help secure the perimeter of the community 
from possible transfer to the Palestinian 
Authority.   

At present the neighborhood consists of 28 
families living in mobile homes. The young 
families that live in the neighborhood are of 
pioneering stock, eager to do their 
part, as they make their homes in an 
area without proper infrastructure or 
landscaping.  There are no sidewalks 
or streets, a real difficulty during the 
winter rains.     

Great strides have been made in 
paving paths, purchasing gardening 

equipment and fencing the area. But 
there are thirty mobile homes which 
were built thirty years ago and they are 
in dire need of repair.  Major repairs.  
Some of the structures were greatly 
damaged; there are major problems 
with plumbing and there is terrible 
leakage during the rainy season.  
Families are living in mobile homes that 
desperately need new flooring, roof 

repairs, renovations and solar water heating. 
And the mobile home used as a community 
center is in devastating disrepair.  

The name of the neighborhood, Magen Dan, 
is significant indeed. The name means the shield 
of Dan and refers to the Biblical Dan region of 
Israel, which is the greater Tel-Aviv area of 
today – Israel’s population center.  There is no 
question that a strong Elkanah will enable Israel 
to remain strong, for whoever controls this vital 
area, along the western slopes of Samaria, will 
indeed control Tel-Aviv and the entire coastal 
plain.  

Keeping up with this project requires a 
continuing and constant effort. Your 
contribution will not only provide 
encouragement and moral support for the 
pioneers of Elkanah, it will also enable them to 
secure a vital area of Samaria, for the benefit of 
all of Israel.
