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At the foothills of the Sartaba Mountain 
in the Jordan Valley, rests the picturesque 
community of Massua.  The community gets 
its name, which means “torch”, from the 
ritual practiced during the period of the First 
and Second Temple, when bonfires were lit 
on these mountaintops to announce the 
sighting of the new moon and the beginning 
of the new Jewish month.  

 The community began as a military 
outpost in 1969.  Today, the community 
numbers forty families, many of whom are 
second generation residents who have 
chosen to build their homes on the moshav.  
They wanted to raise their families in the 

same tranquil atmosphere they 
recall enjoying as children.  Their 
lives are filled with the satisfaction 
of settling an area which is 
strategically vital for their country 
and with the contentment that 
comes with working the land and 
growing produce.  Most of the 
residents grow crops on their 
family farms, mainly vegetables 
and dates for export. 

 The younger generation is a strong 
focus in the community, as the number of 
children grows.  There is a recreation center 
in Massua which is a place the youth and 
their parents come to relax, enjoy, socialize 
and play.  The families are eager to add 
furniture and equipment to the center to 
make it a more inviting and comfortable 
place to come together.  They have asked 
CFOIC to help them with this project. 

 The flame that was lit in the days of the 
Temple is still radiating light today… in this 
lovely growing community in the Jordan 
Valley.  Help these wonderful pioneers keep 
the spark alive as they raise their families 
and settle the land.
