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Karnei Shomron was founded in 1977 by a 
committed group of young families eager to 
settle the barren hilltops of Western Samaria. 
Imbued with the spirit of Zionism and dedicated 
to a religious way of life, these early pioneers 
lived for many years in mobile homes, securing 
the right to build the town that Karnei Shomron 
was to become.  Today, Karnei Shomron is a 
sprawling regional center, the second largest 
community in Samaria.  There are some 6,500 
residents in Karnei Shomron, spanning every 
age group, from newborn infants to senior 
citizens. Unique to Karnei Shomron is its 
“American” neighborhood, Neve Aliza, founded 
by new immigrants to Israel from U.S. and 
Canada in 1985. Today, there are some 200 
families in Karnei Shomron who originated from 
North America. 

Karnei Shomron is comprised of five “hills,” 
or neighborhoods: Ginot Shomron, Karnei 
Shomron, Neve Menachem, and two pioneering 
neighborhoods that were recently established on 
hilltops overlooking Karnei 
Shomron, Ramat Gilead 
and Alonei Shiloh.  Ramat 
Gilead was founded by the 
Zar family in memory of 
their son and brother 
Gilead, a security officer in 
the region who was shot 

and killed by terrorists two years ago.  
Alonei Shiloh is named for Shiloh 
Levy, a local boy who was killed 
during his military service in Lebanon, 
and was established on Karnei 
Shomron’s border to help secure the 
perimeter of the community from 
possible transfer to the Palestinian 
Authority. 

 Karnei Shomron has suffered terribly 
during the recent war of terror. 

Terrorists killed a woman and three teen-agers 
since the most recent outbreak of violence, and 
dozens have been wounded. A suicide bomber 
penetrated the community in February 2002, 
alerting leaders and residents alike to the 
extreme urgency of improved security and 
protection for the entire community.  The 
municipality is seeking assistance to enhance 
security for the residents in all five 
neighborhoods. In the past, CFOIC supporters 
responded generously to the call to help Karnei 
Shomron’s security needs.  Today, the volunteer 
Rapid Response Team, which works closely with 
the Karnei Shomron security department and the 
local army, needs additional equipment.  The 
better the equipment the better chance these 
selfless workers have to protect their neighbors, 
their family and friends.   

Your contribution towards this vital project 
will not only provide encouragement and moral 
support for the brave residents of Karnei 
Shomron.
